in practical separately in addition to 33% marks in aggregate in order to

qualify in that subject.
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General Studies/General Foundation Course (GFC), Work Experience/
Generic Vocational Course (not applicable to Vocational Stream) and
Physical & Health Education are subjects of internal examination and the
Grades are based on internal assessment by the schools. Patrachar
Vidyalaya/Private/Adult School candidates are exempted from subject(s)
of Internal examination.
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To pass the examination, a candidate must obtain atleast Grade D-2 in all
subjects of internal assessment unless the candidate is exempted and
33% marks or Grade D-2 In each of the five subjects of external
examination.
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Five subjects of external examination are either two languages and three
electives or one language and four electives as per Scheme of Studies.
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Vocational Courses are packages of three electives and are compulsory.
